75 YEARS OF “MATEMATICKI VESNIK”

In 1948, the Managing Board of the Society of Mathematicians and Physicists of Serbia decided to
publish a scientific journal called VESNIK DRUSTVA MATEMATICARA 1 FIZICARA NR SRBIJE
(“Bulletin of the Society of Mathematicians and Physicists of Serbia”). The first issue was published at
the beginning of 1949. It contained four sections: Scientific articles, Problems and ezxercises, Critics
and bibliography and Meetings of the Society. Eight scientific articles were published in this issue
(they were written in Serbian, with abstracts in both French and Russian). An eminent Serbian
mathematician, Jovan Karamata, was the first editor-in-chief, the Editorial Board consisted of Pavle
Savié¢, Dragoljub K. Jovanovi¢, Milos Radoj¢i¢ and Dobrivoje Mihajlovié, while Ivan Atanasijevi¢ was
the technical editor.

Over the past 75 years, despite the change of title, Editorial Board and the publishers, continuity
in the publication of scientific results has been maintained. In addition, the intention to follow current
technological trends in digital formatting and presentation has been realised. When selecting suitable
reviewers, emphasis was placed on their ability to evaluate the manuscripts with regard to the relevance
of the topic and the contribution of the authors. In this way, the quality of the research papers and
the journal itself has been significantly enhanced.

The results of our efforts so far can be seen in numerous details. Let us mention some of them.
All the articles from Vesnik have been regularly reviewed in the most important journals: Mat-
hematical Reviews/MathSci Net, zbMATH open (formerly Zentralblatt fiir Mathematik und ihre
Grenzgebiete) and PedeparuBubiii xypuan. Matematicki Vesnik has also been published electro-
nically since 1996, as part of ELibEMS (Electronic Library of the European Mathematical Socie-
ty, http://www.emis.de/journals/MV/),the Electronic Library of the Mathematical Institute SASA
(http://elib.mi.sanu.ac.rs/mv) and, since 2016, via the journal’s website (http://vesnik.math.rs). Ma-~
tematicki Vesnik is indexed in ESCI (Emerging Sources Citation (Web of Science)) by Clarivate



Analytics with IF 0.8 in 2022. It is also indexed by Scopus, SJR, DOAJ and EBSCO. Since 2023,
Vesnik has been classified by the Ministry of Science, Technological Development and Innovation of
the Republic of Serbia in the highest category of domestic journals. In order to better recognize the

manuscripts published in Vesnik and the references mentioned from 2023, the journal is also included
inCrossRef (DOI - Digital Object Identifier).

Further information on the history of Matematicki Vesnik can be found in the features published
on the occasion of the journal’s 50th, 60th and 70th anniversaries (Matematicki Vesnik, Volume 50,
Issue 3—4 (1998), pp. 67-69; Volume 60, Issue 4 (2008), pp. 310 and Volume 71, Issue 1-2 (2019), pp.
1-3).

This double special issue has been prepared as a gratitude to the former Editorial Boards, authors,
reviewers, board members of the Mathematical Society of Serbia and all our colleagues and collabo-
rators for their contributions to maintaining the continuity and improving the quality of Vesnik. The
contributions presented in the 75th anniversary issue of our journal have been selected to best repre-
sent the members of the current Editorial Board, their collaborators, as well as young researchers and
PhD students. We would therefore like to express our gratitude to all authors and reviewers for their
cooperation.

Last but not least, we would like to thank the Mathematical Society of Serbia for the continuous
support of the activities of the Editorial Board and the funding necessary to maintain the continuity
of the publication. We would also like to thank the Ministry of Science, Technological Development
and Innovation of the Republic of Serbia for the financial support that enabled, among other things,
the technical preparation of the journal and the adaptation of the electronic content, which resulted
in better recognition in the global scientific community.

Considering our beginnings, our development over the years and our current position, the question
naturally arises as to where we see Vesnik in the future. First and foremost, we want to make our mark
in the international research community. To achieve this goal, we want to promote the work of young
researchers, PhD students, our colleagues and international collaborators. We hope to attract both
experienced mathematicians who have already published in renowned journals and less well-known
authors.
